Abstract 
In this research we conceive communication as a peculiar kind of social action in which social agency, that is the feeling of being the effective actor of one’s own action, is a core feature. Aphasia is the neuropsychological disorder that affects the linguistic aspects of communication but it is generally thought    to spare the  pragmatic levels, namely turn-taking system, repair system, and so on.
The aim of this research is to study the turn-taking system, focusing on the types of overlaps and their management in a group of people with aphasia.
We videotaped and transcribed ten conversations occurred in a group of three Italian native speakers with mild motor aphasia and we applied the conversation analysis principles to analyse them. 
Results show that aphasic people use and resolve overlapping like people without communicative deficits do. However, some differences emerged in the dynamic of the group. We took into account the role of contest to provide an explanation of the results. For this reason, this research tries to use conversational analysis in a constructivist framework, which is an innovation in the field of conversational analysis.
