SACRAL EVOKED POTENTIAL IN ERECTILE DYSFUNCTION AND IN PREMATURE EJACULATION
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The study of the bulbocavernosus reflex through the Sacral Evoked Potential (SEP) is very important in evaluating patients affected by sexual and bladder sphincterical disease of suspicious neurological nature especially if no pathological processes can be pointed out differently. The absence of the SEP (N30) shows a complete or a partial interruption of the sacral reflex. 

Aims of this study was to examine the latency period between the stimulation of penis cutis and the electromiographycal  response of the anal sphincter (bulbocavernosus reflex) and the sensation threshold obtained by the stimulation of the pudendae nerve. We investigated 10 patients affected by premature ejaculation and 10 patients with erectile dysfunction. 

Preliminary data showed interesting differences between the erectile dysfunction group and patients affected by premature ejaculation who obtained results similar to controls on both parameters (N30 and sensation threshold).
